Playaways are the self-contained 

audio equivalent of a book. The 

device comes pre-loaded with an 

entire book in audio format; in fact 

one Playaway can hold over 40 

hours of content! 

The device is about half the size of 

a deck of cards.  The easy-to-use 

controls allow users to shuffle 

through the book, stop at specific 

points if desired, and automatically 

bookmark their stopping point 

when the unit is turned off.
